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MISSION OF THE PCCF SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

The Phelps County Community Foundation, Inc. (PCCF) shall promote the giving of scholarship grants as an
incentive to encourage area individuals in their pursuit of a higher education.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Welcome to the Phelps County Community Foundation’s Scholarship Application Program! We appreciate
your interest in applying for a scholarship through the Foundation. These scholarships are made possible by
generous individuals, families, or organizations who desire to help others in their quest for higher education.

STUDENT ELIGIBILITY

Scholarships administered by the Foundation are only available to residents and former residents of south-
central Nebraska, including Phelps County and the surrounding area.

Some scholarships are based upon financial need and scholastic ability; however, there are also scholarships
based upon college major, community involvement, athletic achievements, affiliations and other parameters.
All scholarships of the Phelps County Community Foundation are administered according to the following
guidelines:

1. All scholarship recipients must be enrolled in an accredited college, university, technical or vocational
school that qualifies as a tax-exempt institution.

2. Unless otherwise stated, all scholarships shall be for the purpose of tuition and fees required for
enrollment or attendance at an educational institution or for books, supplies and equipment required
for courses of instruction, under the policies of the school or educational institution. Room and board
is not covered unless otherwise stated.

3. The funding of all scholarships will be made directly to the school of higher education and designated
for the use of the specific student selected, upon verification of enrollment of the student.

4. Any unused scholarship funds will be returned to the Foundation and placed in the appropriate
scholarship fund.

REFERENCES

3 references are required. These must be requested and submitted through the online process. We strongly
encourage you to notify your references that they should have received an e-mail requesting their response.
If the email was not received in their inbox, please ask them to check their spam folder to see if the email was
mistakenly placed there. It is your responsibility to make sure your references submit by the deadline. You
may see the status of your recommendation requests through your user account.

We will accept ONLY ONE ACADEMIC reference. Other references could be an employer, organization or
activity leader, or personal acquaintance (neighbor, family friend, minister, etc.) that is not a family member.

TRANSCRIPT

Your guidance counselor will submit your transcript through the online process. When you fill in the
information for your guidance counselor, please note that an email will be immediately sent to the email
address provided. If the email was not received in their inbox, please ask them to check their junk folder to
see if the email was mistakenly placed there. You may see the status of your recommendations and guidance
counselor information request through your user account.

If you have taken college credits you will need to upload an official transcript or have an official transcript
mailed to our office by February 15, 2021. Phelps County Community Foundation only accepts official
transcripts. Do not send unofficial or web-based grade reports.

FINANCIAL NEED SUMMARY FORM(S)

If applying for a “need based” scholarship, complete the top portion under Scholarship Applicant on the
Financial Need Summary Form(s) located under Supplemental Financial Information on the online application.
Student and parent/guardian must sign if applicant is under the age of 18. If two choices of colleges are listed
on the PCCF application a Financial Need Summary Form must be submitted for each college.

File a “Free Application for Federal Student Aid” (FAFSA) by February 15, 2021 or as soon as possible
thereafter. This is mandatory. The FAFSA is available from your high school guidance counselor, the financial
aid office at your college, and on the internet (www.fafsa.ed.gov). Do not send PCCF your FAFSA forms or
Income Tax Returns. We receive your financial need information only from the college after you file your
FAFSA.

Some
scholarships may require an essay or specific type of reference.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

* Am | eligible to apply?
Each scholarship fund has specific eligibility criteria defined by the donor when the fund was
established. Please read through the specific criteria for each scholarship to see if you are eligible.

* Do | have to apply online?
Yes. All scholarship applications are evaluated through our online process.

* Does my reference have to be completed online?
Yes. Due to consistency requirements, all references must be submitted through the online
process. We suggest you ask potential references in advance and explain to them that the
reference must be completed online.

* What if my reference has not completed my recommendation request and the deadline is
approaching?
Once you have selected and provided the necessary information about a reference in your
application, they will receive an email requesting they complete their recommendation. Be sure to
follow up with your reference to confirm the delivery of the email. We highly suggest that you
check that your references have been completed approximately 1-2 weeks prior to the
deadline. This provides sufficient time for you to make other arrangements with a different
reference if necessary.

* May | receive more than one scholarship?
Yes. You may be selected as a recipient of multiple awards.

¢ What schools may | attend with these scholarships?
Most scholarships are for accredited schools anywhere in the United States unless otherwise noted
under the scholarship description. Some scholarships are designated for students attending a
particular institution. See scholarship directory for specific requirements.

® How are scholarships paid?
Checks will be sent to your school after we receive the completed verification of enrollment form.
This form will be available online and you will need to take the form to your financial aid
office for them to complete. In most cases, the payment will be split between the two semesters.

* Do | need to pay back the scholarship money?
These are charitable awards that do not need to be paid back as long as you continue to meet the
criteria of the scholarship. If you no longer meet the criteria of the award, payments will stop and the
school will be instructed to return the award to PCCF.
